In the summer of 2013 I was advised by the Mayor’s Office that a Ms. Francis Melton
has made it known in her will that part of her estate be captured in an endowment given
to the City of Franklin Fire Department for the purpose of augmenting our Fire
Department Training.

The biggest benefit to
this class is for us to utilize our own equipment, and get a strong familiarization with our
area of responsibility.

We will begin work on potential classes for next year, again putting the emphasis on a
training that will benefit large numbers of our personnel.
