Board of Public Works and Safety

Regular Meeting Minutes

March 17, 2014
The regular meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety of the City of Franklin, Indiana was called to order at 5:00 p.m. at City Hall, 70 E. Monroe Street, with Mayor Joseph E. McGuinness presiding.  Board members Stephen Barnett and Bob Swinehamer answered roll call. 

Deputy Police Chief Chris Tennell, Fire Chief John Henderson, Parks Department Superintendent Chip Orner, Sewer Billing Office Manager Sherry Phillips, DPW Superintendent Rick Littleton, Community Development Director Krista Linke, City Engineer Travis Underhill, Street Commissioner Brett Jones, Clerk Treasurer Janet Alexander, Records Clerk Kathy Cragen, and City Attorney Lynnette Gray were also in attendance.

Mayor McGuinness led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Public Comments

No one asked to speak.
Consent Agenda

Mayor McGuinness presented the consent agenda for approval.

Mr. Barnett made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

Old Business
Bartram Parkway Full Depth Reclamation Research Contract with Soils & Materials Engineers, Inc. - City Engineer Underhill explained that the proposal from Soils & Materials Engineers, Inc. for $10,000 is for a one-quarter mile section of Bartram Parkway. A discussion was held.  Mr. Barnett made a motion to approve, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.  Mr. Barnett made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the contract on behalf of the Board of Works, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

New Business

Request Approval to Operate Hot Dog Cart (Waiver from 5.36.090) – Mr. Leon K. Joiner a resident of Franklin since 1995 presented his business plan. A discussion was held.  The Board indicated that the existing ordinance restricts roadway solicitation and does not contemplate food vendors.   Mr. Swinehamer made a motion to table this matter until the April 7th meeting; seconded by Mr. Barnett.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried and the matter was tabled.  

New City Offices Telephone System – Mr. Frank Schumacher of the Franklin Telecommunications Council came forward and gave an overview of the proposed new phone system they have selected for city offices and buildings.  Mr. Schumacher explained that they received five (5) quotes.  The main criteria given to the vendors included:  security; cost; & disaster recovery.  The vendor selected is Gibson Teldata who bid $43,025.50 to replace the entire phone system.  Onsite training and setup is included in the cost.  DPW Superintendent Littleton stated that the upfront equipment costs be paid for from the CCI budget.   The final contracts will be provided to the City Attorney later this week.  Mr. Littleton asked for approval contingent on the City Attorney’s agreement, and an authorization for the Mayor to sign the approved contract.  A discussion was held.  Mr. Barnett made a motion to approve contingent on the approval of the City Attorney, and allowing the Mayor to sign the contract. This motion was seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.
Request Approval and Acceptance of the Secondary Plat for Replat of Block "A" Plat of Lot No. 3 Pickett/Whitaker Minor Plat. Property is located at Southeast Corner of Hudson Street and Earlywood Drive - Senior Planner Myers came forward and gave an overview of this request for a 3.13 acre lot to be used for a future industrial development.  A discussion was held.  Mr. Barnett made a motion to approve, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

Request Permission to Use City Parking Lot for Fish Fry May 22-26, & October 2-6, 2014 - John M. White, from the Franklin Lions Club requested the use of the City owned parking lot on the corner of Monroe & Water Streets for fish fries to be held May 22 - 26 & October 2-6, 2014.  Mr. Barnett made a motion to approve both sets of dates, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

City Engineers Cost Estimate for Paving Water St., Monroe St., & Home Ave. - City Engineer Underhill stated this was brought back from a previous meeting with different options to consider.  Mr. Underhill stated that by patching and replacing asphalt on Monroe and Water Street rather than doing a complete reconstruction there could be a potential savings of $160,000.00.  Mr. Underhill said in his opinion this amount of savings was substantial.  A discussion was held.  Mr. Barnett made a recommendation that Mr. Underhill move forward with this plan, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.  


Other Business
Mayor McGuinness told the Board they had received a letter from INDOT and that as of 12:01 a.m. on April 14th SR 44 will officially become the property of the City of Franklin.  
Department Reports / Staff Reports

City Engineer Underhill stated a notice of award for North Main St. should be received by E&B Paving from the State of Indiana within the next couple of days and because of that he hopes this project will start by the end of the March.  He also stated he has been watching the roads thaw to see what condition they are in before making final plans for the 2014 paving program.  He is hopeful that paving repairs can start by the end of April.   A discussion was held.
