Board of Public Works and Safety

Regular Meeting Minutes

October 6, 2014
The regular meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety of the City of Franklin, Indiana was called to order at 5:00 p.m. at City Hall, 70 E. Monroe Street, with Mayor Joseph E. McGuinness presiding.  Board members Stephen Barnett and Bob Swinehamer answered roll call. 

Chief of Police Tim O’Sullivan, Fire Chief John Henderson, Parks Department Superintendent Chip Orner, Sewer Billing Office Manager Sherry Phillips, DPW Superintendent Rick Littleton, Community Development Director Krista Linke, City Engineer Travis Underhill, Street Commissioner Brett Jones, Clerk Treasurer Janet Alexander, Records Clerk Kristi Bruther, and City Attorney Lynnette Gray were also in attendance.

Mayor McGuinness led the Pledge of Allegiance.

New Business

Permission to Block Parking Spaces at 176 E. Jefferson Street on October 8, 2014 

Sean McAuliffe, representative from Korn Country, appeared before the Board to request permission to block three (3) parking spaces in front of 176 E. Jefferson Street on October 8, 2014 from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m. Mr. Barnett, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer, made a motion to approve the request. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

Request Permission to Remove & Replace a Section of Concrete in the West Bay at Fire Station 22 - Fire Chief Henderson presented a request to remove and replace a section of concrete in the West Bay at Fire Station 22 in the amount of $1,800.00 that will be paid from the Fire Department operating budget. Mr. Barnett, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer, made a motion to approve the request. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.



Request Approval of Updated SOP 2.1 Patrol Rifles 
Police Chief O'Sullivan presented an updated Standard Operating Procedure 2.1 regarding patrol rifles to be included in the Police Department’s Standard Operating Procedure Manual. 

Request Approval of Updated SOP's 1.7; 1.12; 1.13; 1.14; 1.15; 1.18; 1.22; 1.23; 1.24; 3.5; 3.6; 3.7; & 3.9 - Police Chief O'Sullivan presented updated Standard Operating Procedures 1.7; 1.12; 1.13; 1.14; 1.15; 1.18; 1.22; 1.23; 1.24; 3.5; 3.6; 3.7; & 3.9 regarding dispatch to be included in the Police Department’s Standard Operating Procedure Manual. Minor changes were made to change procedures due to the consolidation of the dispatch center. 

Request Approval of Updated Rules & Regulations Chapters 1 - 7, and SOP's 1.1, 1.2 and new SOP 1.30 - Police Chief O'Sullivan presented updated rules and regulations chapters 1 through 7 and updated Standard Operating Procedures 1.1, 1.2, as well as a new standard operation procedure 1.3. He explained that there were minor changes, but chapter 6 included major changes due to the changes in shifts from 9 hours to 12 hours, and included changes to the vacation policy. 

Mr. Barnett, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer, made a motion to approve all updated standard operating procedures presented by the Police Department. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried. Mayor McGuinness, seconded by Mr. Barnett, made a motion to approve updated rules and regulations Chapters 1-7 with Chapter 6 effective December 27, 2014. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.


Approval of General Consulting Services Agreement with Whitaker Engineering, P.C. 

City Engineer Underhill presented General Consulting Services Agreement with Whitaker Engineering, P.C. City Attorney Gray has reviewed the agreement and has approved its form. Mr. Swinehamer, seconded by Mr. Barnett, made a motion to approve the agreement with Whitaker Engineering, P.C. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

Receipt of Bids for Storm Pipe Repair & Check Valve Installation for Young's Creek Drainage Project – City Attorney Gray indicated that three bids had been received for the Storm Pipe Repair and Check Valve Installation for Young’s Creek Drainage Project. City Engineer Underhill explained that the two alternatives should also be included. City Attorney Gray opened the bids:

City Engineer Underhill explained that alternatives 1 and 2 are independent of each other. Alternate 1 includes removal of 50ft of pipe and installation of check valve at the end of the pipe. Alternate 2 is for inline installation around 300 feet south of the end of Monroe Street (near the property line between Graham’s and Paris) as well as the removal of 50ft of pipe. Mayor McGuinness, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer, made a motion to refer the proposals to the City Engineer and City Attorney for review and to provide a recommendation to the Board at the next meeting. The motion carried and the matter was tabled until October 20, 2014. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

Request Approval of Professional Services Contract with HWC Engineering for King Street Project - City Engineer Underhill requested approval of professional services contract with HWC Engineering for King Street project. He explained that Randy Hancock with HWC Engineering is also present to answer questions. City Engineer Underhill explained that the City is currently working with HWC Engineering and has had a past working relationship with HWC.  A discussion was held. Mayor McGuinness, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer, made a motion to approve the services contract with HWC Engineering pending funding from Redevelopment Commission (RDC). A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.
Other Business
Request to File Liens for Unkempt Property - Clerk Treasurer Alexander presented a request to file liens for unkempt property. Mr. Barnett, seconded by Mr. Swinehamer, made a motion to approve the request. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.
Department Reports 

Fire Chief Henderson invited Council members to the final Fire Safety event on October 29 at 2:30 p.m. at Fire House Subs. 
DPW Superintendent Littleton requested permission for the payment of a replacement pump from unappropriated funds in the amount of $19,314.00 to B.L. Anderson. He received two bids to meet specifications and this was the lowest, most responsive bid. Mr. Swinehamer, seconded by Mr. Barnett, made a motion to approve $19,314.00 from unappropriated sewer funds. A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.
City Engineer Underhill explained that due to weather, the final phase of North Main Street will be completed in the spring of 2015. Indiana Water Company is working to get another water main installed under Water Street. 
City Attorney Gray relayed her gratitude to the Board, city offices and contractors for the work completed on Water Street. 

Mr. Swinehamer identified the following concerns: inadequate signage for the truck route; inappropriately placed stop signs located at Jefferson Street and Elm Street and Orchard Lane and Elm Street; and the lack of a shoulder along the newly constructed section of Hurricane Road.

Mayor McGuinness recognized city departments and officials for their efforts during the Franklin Fall Festival this past weekend.
