The special meeting of the Common Council of the City of Franklin, Indiana was called to order at 5:00 p.m. at City Hall, 70 E. Monroe Street, with Mayor Joseph E. McGuinness presiding. Council members Joseph Abban, Kenneth Austin, Stephen Barnett, and Stephen Hougland, answered roll call.  Clerk-Treasurer Janet P. Alexander and Planning Director Krista Linke were also present. 

Councilor Ault, Councilor Henderson, and Councilor Wertz were absent. 

Mayor McGuinness opened the meeting and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll. An invocation was offered followed by the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  

New Business 
Mayor McGuinness announced the First Reading of Common Council Resolution 12-14; A Resolution of the Franklin Common Council Authorizing the Submittal of the MSRP Application to the Office of Community and Rural Affairs and Addressing Related Matters.  Planning Director Krista Linke summarized the grant project.  Councilor Hougland made a motion to read the resolution by title only. The motion was seconded by Councilor Barnett. Mayor McGuinness read the title into the record. A discussion was held.  Councilor Hougland made a motion to approve, seconded by Councilor Austin. A voice vote was taken. All members present voted aye. No members voted nay. The motion carried and the resolution was approved and signed.

RESOLUTION OF THE FRANKLIN COMMON COUNCIL AUTHORIZING THE SUBMITTAL OF THE MSRP APPLICATION TO THE OFFICE OF COMMUNITY AND RURAL AFFAIRS AND ADDRESSING RELATED MATTERS

WHEREAS, the City of Franklin, Indiana recognizes the need to stimulate growth and to maintain a sound economy within its corporate limits; and,


WHEREAS, the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, authorizes the Office of Community and Rural Affairs to provide grants to local units of government to meet the housing and community development needs of low and moderate income persons; and,


WHEREAS, The City of Franklin, Indiana has conducted or will conduct public hearings prior to the submission of an application to the Office of Community and Rural Affairs, said public hearings to assess the housing, public facilities and economic needs of its low and moderate income residents;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Franklin, Indiana that:

Section 1:  The Mayor is authorized to prepare and submit an application for grant funding to address the façade rehabilitation and restoration for nine (9) properties located in the downtown business district in Franklin, and to execute and administer a resultant grant including requisite general administration and project management, contracts and agreements pursuant to regulations of the Office of Community and Rural Affairs and the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Section 2:  That the City of Franklin, Indiana hereby commits the requisite local funds in the amount of $246,252 in the form of: $215,000 provided by the Franklin Development Corporation; $10,000 provided by the Johnson County Community Foundation; and $21,252 provided by downtown property owners participating in the project as matching funds for said program, such commitments to be contingent upon receipt of MSRP funding from the Office of Community and Rural Affairs.
