INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT 
This Agreement is by and between Johnson County, Indiana (the “County”), the Cities of Franklin, Indiana and Greenwood, Indiana (the “Cities”), and the Towns of Bargersville, Indiana; Edinburgh, Indiana; New Whiteland, Indiana; Princes Lakes, Indiana; Trafalgar, Indiana and Whiteland, Indiana;  (the “Towns”), the fire protection districts of Amity, Indiana; Bargersville, Indiana; Needham, Indiana; Nineveh, Indiana; Whiteland, Indiana and White River, Indiana (the Fire Protection Districts) and shall be effective as of the date of recordation of this Agreement with the Johnson County Recorder.

DECLARATION OF PURPOSE
WHEREAS, the County, the Cities, the Towns and the Fire Protection Districts are governmental entities and political subdivisions within Johnson County, State of Indiana (collectively referred to herein as the “Participating Units”);


WHEREAS, the Participating Units each have a responsibility to provide for the dispatch of emergency police, fire, and rescue services (“E-911 Services”) within their respective jurisdictions;

WHEREAS, Johnson County currently maintains 5 PSAPs (Public Safety Answering Point, as defined in I.C. 36-8-16.7-20) and must reduce the number of PSAPs operating in Johnson County, to one by December 31, 2014, pursuant to Johnson County Commissioners Resolution 2013-01;

WHEREAS, there is a recognized need for and there will be a significant benefit derived from the consolidation of the dispatching of the E-911 Services of the local units of government in Johnson County;

WHEREAS, the Participating Units are interested in combining their respective resources into a joint venture to combine and consolidate the dispatching of E-911 Services in Johnson County; 
WHEREAS, the County, the Cities, the Towns and the Fire Protection Districts desire to enter into an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement pursuant to I.C. §36-1-7 to jointly establish a consolidated E-911 dispatching organization to provide E-911 Services throughout Johnson  County in an effective and efficient manner and to carry out the purposes of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, by executing this Agreement, the County, the Cities, the Towns and the Fire Protection Districts are taking a necessary step towards ensuring the efficient and adequate staffing of personnel and equipment to provide E-911 Services to Johnson County, Indiana.  

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows:


ARTICLE I

Creation of the Johnson County Public Safety Dispatch Department
Section 1.1.  Department Established.  The Participating Units hereby desire to establish a joint E-911 dispatch department to serve all of Johnson County, Indiana, which be called the Johnson County Public Safety Dispatch Department (the “Department”).  The Department shall be a department or agency of the County.
Section 1.2 Purpose.  The Department has been established for the following purposes:

a.
To provide, plan for, coordinate, implement, and fund consolidated E-911 Services within Johnson County; 
b.
To improve the interoperability between the public safety departments and agencies of the Participating Units and all public safety departments and agencies located in Johnson County; and

c.
All other purposes or functions related to E-911, public safety, and the dispatching of emergency services, and which further the purposes of promoting the health and safety of the citizens located within Johnson County.

Section 1.3 Financing the Department.  The Department shall be financed and funded by contributions from the Participating Units and by 911funds maintained and appropriated by the County, all as more particularly set forth in Article V, below.  

Section 1.4.  Administration of the Department.  The following provisions shall apply to the administration and operations of the Department:

a.
Members of the Department shall be employees of the County and shall serve under the authority and pursuant to the orders of the Director of the Department and the Johnson County Public Safety Dispatch Board (the “Board”), as established below.

b.
Members of the Department shall be subject to the rules, procedures and disciplinary actions of the County and the Board.   

c.
The number of positions in the Department and their respective salaries and any benefits shall be determined by the Board and shall be approved by the County in conjunction with the annual budget process for the County. 

d.
The daily operation of the Department, including the scheduling of job assignments and duties for members of the Department, shall be the responsibility of the Director of the Department.  Job assignments and work duties shall be designated pursuant to written job descriptions and guidelines adopted by the Board. 

e.
Johnson County shall provide for the administration of all employee payroll and benefits related to the operation of the Department, including the administration of group medical benefits, retirement contributions and benefits, worker’s compensation coverage and all other employment benefits for the Department’s employees.  

f.
Johnson County shall provide for and administer all liability insurance coverage for the Department and the Board, and the personnel and equipment of the Department, and include as co-insured on all such policies each Participating Unit, the elected officials of  each Participating Unit, the Board and its members, and any other appropriate party.  

g.
The Director shall submit an annual report to the Board, accounting for all receipts and disbursements from any accounts or funds utilized to receive, disburse or hold funds generated for or utilized for the purposes of the Department no later than February 15 for the prior calendar year.  

Section 1.5.  Transfer of Employees to New Department and Years of Service.  It is anticipated that some of the existing public safety dispatch employees from the County, the Cities of Greenwood and Franklin, and the Towns of New Whiteland and Edinburgh will be transferred and hired as employees of the Department.  Any current dispatch employee of the County, the Cities of Greenwood and Franklin or the Towns of Edinburgh and New Whiteland who transfers to the Department shall retain their years of service upon successful transfer to the Department.  The anniversary date of the date of hire for any transferring employee shall remain the same once the employee transfers to the Department.  The County, the Cities of Greenwood and Franklin; and the Towns of Edinburgh and New Whiteland have furnished a list of all of their respective public dispatch employees, including years of service and hire date, which is attached as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein.  It is agreed that Exhibit A shall be amended as vacancies occur prior to consolidation of employees. Should the Department or any Participating Unit become a party to any liability claim from any former dispatch employee of another Participating Unit arising solely out of the termination or discipline of the former employee, then the Participating Unit of the former employee shall indemnify and pay all costs and damages incurred by the Department and/or the other Participating Unit(s) as a result of the claim.  

ARTICLE II


The Johnson County Public Safety Dispatch Board
Section 2.1.  Purpose.  The Johnson County Public Safety Dispatch Board’s (the “Board”) purpose is to administer and manage the centralized or county-wide dispatch in Johnson County and the Department, as established in Article I, above, and to advise the Participating Units on issues related to public safety dispatch.  The Board shall be established by the Board of Commissioners of Johnson County (the “Commissioners”).   
Section 2.2.  Membership.  The Board shall consist of the following members:

a. The elected Johnson County Sheriff.

b. Municipal Police Chief (from a class three city or greater, as defined in I.C.36-4-1)
c. President of the Johnson County Fire Chiefs Association
d. Town Marshall
e. Fire Chief appointed by the County Board of Commissioners
f. Fire Chief elected by a majority vote of all Fire Chiefs in the County.
g. Johnson County EMA Director.

h. Member of the Board of Commissioners, to be appointed by the Board of Commissioners.

i. Mayor of a City or their designee
j. Clerk Treasurer or  Town Manager of a large Town
k. Town Council member or designee of a small Town

l. A member of the Johnson County Council, to be appointed by the Johnson County Council.

m. The Director of the Department shall serve as an ex officio member of the Board, but shall not have voting privileges on any matter. 

The Board members shall not receive any salary or compensation in his or her capacity as a member of the Board.  In the event a Board member shall resign or fail to regularly attend meetings, the Commissioners may appoint a replacement member.  The Board members shall serve on the Board so long as they hold the office or position set forth above.
Section 2.3.  Appointment of Director.  A Director of the Department shall be appointed by the Commissioners, upon recommendation by the Board.  The Board shall conduct interviews and any other tasks necessary to select a candidate for recommendation to the Commissioners.  The Commissioners shall have the sole authority to appoint the Director and may appoint the candidate recommended by the Board, may reject the candidate recommended by the Board or may appoint a person not recommended by the Board.  The Director shall serve at the pleasure of the Commissioners. 
Section 2.4.  Director Duties.  The Director shall administer and manage the Department.  The Director shall have the sole authority to employ staff for the Department and shall make all final employment decisions concerning any staff, including termination.  The Director will bring recommendations to the Board for approval of  job descriptions for staff, training requirements, codes, signals and on-air protocols make all decisions concerning technology and equipment, develop Standard Operating Procedures and make recommendations to the Board for any software or contractual obligations, or any other action necessary to operate, manage and administer the Department. 
Section 2.5.  Officers.  The Board shall elect officers, which shall consist of a President, Vice President and Secretary, who shall be elected annually.  An officer may be re-elected to not more than two (2) subsequent terms.  In the event the office of President shall be vacant for any reason, the Vice President shall serve as President until the next annual election of officers.  
Section 2.6. Open Door and Public Records.   The Board shall be subject to the Indiana Open Door Law and the Indiana Access to Public Records Act, pursuant to I.C. 5-14-1.5-2(a)(5) and 5-14-3-2(m)(5), respectively.  All notices for any meetings of the Board shall comply with the Indiana Open Door Law.   Written notice for reconvened meetings is not required where announcement of the date, time and place of the reconvened meeting is made at the original meeting and recorded in the minutes thereof.  Compliance with the Indiana Open Door Law shall be sufficient to satisfy all notice or other legal requirements under this Agreement.
Section 2.7.  Budget.  The Board shall prepare an annual budget and submit it to the Commissioners for approval, consistent with Article V, below.  
Section 2.8.  Regular and Special Meetings.  The Board shall conduct a minimum of one (1) regular scheduled meeting per quarter throughout the calendar year, unless a specific determination is made at a regular or special meeting that any future regular meeting is unwarranted or unnecessary.  Special meetings of the Board may be called at any time by the President or a majority of members of the Board. The Board shall record minutes of its meetings.  The Board shall report to the Commissioners from time to time, but shall, at a minimum, provide the Participating Units with an annual report.  A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum for conducting business and a majority of the members present at any meeting at which a quorum is present shall be necessary to approve an act of the Board.  Each member shall have one vote on the Board.  No Board member may act or vote by proxy.  All records of the Board shall be kept and maintained by the Board and may be inspected by the Johnson County Board of Commissioners, Johnson County Council, and any other “participating units”. 


Section 2.9.  Powers, Duties and Responsibilities.  The Board shall have the following powers, duties and responsibilities with respect to the operations of the Department:

a.
The Board shall have as its primary responsibility the planning and provision of adequate E-911 Services, public safety dispatch and emergency response throughout Johnson County, as provided in the Agreement.

b.
The Board shall receive all reports, papers, recommendations and other materials required to be submitted to the Participating Units under the provisions of this Agreement.

c.
The Board shall receive, review and take action on the budget for the Department in accordance with the provisions of Article V. 

d.
The Board shall adopt, by majority vote, an annual salary resolution for the personnel serving the Department, which resolution shall state the number of positions in the Department, their respective base salaries, any incentive, incremental or pay additions and any other benefits.  The salary resolution shall be submitted to the Commissioners and County Council for approval in conjunction with the annual budget process.

e. 
The Board shall review the Department’s rules and procedures, as established from time to time, no less than annually, and may establish general and special rules and procedures governing the Department and its personnel.


ARTICLE III

Delegation of Specific Powers to Board
Pursuant to I.C. 36-1-7-2(a) and 36-1-7-3(b), the Participating Units hereby transfer and delegate the following specified powers and authority to the Board to further the purposes of this Agreement:

Section 3.1.  Own and Acquire Property.  Each of the Participating Units delegates to the Board the power to own, acquire and dispose of real and personal property in the name of the Department in order to provide for E-911 services within Johnson County, subject to the availability of an approved appropriation for any acquisition of real or personal property.

Section 3.2. Contracts.  Each of the Participating Units delegates to the Board the power to approve and forward to the County Commissioners for approval and execution any contracts and leases in the name of the Department for facilities and services related to the purposes of this Agreement, all subject to the availability of an approved appropriation to fund such contracts or leases.  
Section 3.3 Purchasing Agent.  Each of the Participating Units delegates to the Board the power to act as the purchasing agent for the Department for the furtherance of the purposes of this Agreement.  
Section 3.4. Sue and Invoke Remedies.  Each of the Participating Units delegates to the Board the authority to sue and defend suits in the name of the Department and to invoke any legal, equitable or special remedy for the enforcement of any powers vested by law or delegated by this Agreement to the Department or the Board.

Section 3.5.  Gifts and Donations.  Each of the Participating Units delegates to the Board the authority to accept gifts, donations, grants and subsidies to the Department for E-911 Services and emergency response purposes.  Any such gifts, donations, grants and subsidies shall be deposited in the appropriate Department fund and held and accounted for by the Provider Unit along with other Department funds.

Section 3.6.  General Authority.  In addition to the foregoing, each of the Participating Units delegates to the Board such additional or incidental authority and power as shall be necessary to accomplish the specified powers and authorities delegated herein, or as is otherwise necessary to accomplish the specified purposes of this Agreement.
ARTICLE IV

Acquisition, Ownership and Disposition of Assets and Facilities

The Participating Units agree to the following procedures regarding the acquisition, ownership and disposition of assets and joint facilities of the Department.
Section 4.1.  Ownership and Control of Assets.  The Participating Units hereby agree that certain equipment, leasehold interests and other tangible and intangible assets utilized to further the purposes of this Agreement shall be titled and entered into in the name of the Department and shall be placed in the care and custody of the Board on behalf of the Department.  Johnson County shall be responsible for providing a suitable building or adequate space for the Department and the real property shall remain the property of the County. It is the intention the initial building will be funded using a general obligation bond, with any additional equipment costs being associated in the 911 budget.  It is the consensus of all agencies that as much of the initial costs of the building/equipment be put into the initial bond.
Section 4.2.  Transfer of Property.  The Participating Units acknowledge that they have transferred to the Department the title to the equipment and tangible personal property listed in Exhibit “C”, and that the foregoing assets are now in the care and custody of the Board as provided in Section 6.1.  
Section 4.3.  Acquisition of Assets.  Subject to the availability of an appropriation duly approved by the Provider Unit, the Board shall be authorized to serve as the purchasing agent for the Department for the furtherance of the purposes of this Agreement.  The approval of all purchases shall be by the majority vote of the Board.  
Section 4.4.  Disposition of Assets.  The Board is authorized to dispose of assets of the Department in the ordinary course of the Department’s business by majority vote, and providing such disposal is made in accordance with laws applicable to governmental entities and with the approval of the Commissioners.  In the event of the termination of this Agreement, the Board shall prepare a plan for the disposal of all of the assets of the Department.  Provided however, that any real property contributed, transferred or acquired by the Department shall remain the property of the County and may only be disposed of in the same manner as other real property owned by the County.  
The termination/disposal plan shall require the unanimous approval of the Board, and once approved, shall be carried out by the Board and the Participating Units as approved.  In the event a recommendation for disposal of all assets of the Department is not approved by the Board, within one hundred eighty (180) days of the first action to terminate this Agreement as set forth in Section 6.4, the matter may be submitted by any Participating Unit to the Circuit or Superior Court of Johnson County for proper resolution and the approval of a termination/disposal plan.  All dispositions of Department assets must be in accordance with the laws applicable to governmental entities of the State of Indiana.


ARTICLE V

Department Budget and Finance Matters

Section 5.1.  Funding the Department.  The Department shall be funded through a combination of appropriations from the County’s 911 Funds (the enhanced 911 and wireless 911 Funds) and contributions from the Participating Units.  To the extent state law provides, 911 fees shall be utilized to pay for the operation and the management of the Department, including all equipment.  The County shall establish such funds or accounts as are necessary to carry out this provision.  The Johnson County Auditor shall, receive and deposit into such funds all sums payable to or on behalf of the Department and make all necessary disbursements by or on behalf of the Department from such funds, subject to the availability of an approved appropriation therefore.  Any contributions made from the Participating Units to fund the Department shall be placed in a non-reverting fund, administered and controlled by the Johnson County Auditor for the purposes set forth herein.
Participating Agency contributions will be determined using a population based model.  The population from each agency will be determined by Johnson County GIS information.  Law Enforcement and Fire Department agency contributions will be determined by a total percentage of calls for service originating from the consolidated PSAP.  The Director will supply to the Board these percentages for the year previous by June of each year.
Agencies without a “population” or private agencies that access the Emergency Communications Network and/or dispatched by the consolidated PSAP will be assessed an access fee based on costs of the 911 equipment/services they utilize.  These agencies will sign a 1-year service agreement.  This agreement will be re-evaluated by the board on an annual basis.
The Board reserves the right to evaluate the need for up to a 3% growth increase in agency contributions per year.  The Board will determine by June of each year if the increase is needed and notify all agencies by July 1 of each year. In the event the State of Indiana changes the “hold harmless funding level” for Johnson County; the Director will immediately review the impact on the budget.  They shall report their findings and recommendations to the Board.  The Board reserves the right to revise the contribution schedule to reflect the needed changes.  Participating Agencies will be kept aware of any changes to the contribution schedule.
In the event of annexation occurring without a census, the agencies involved have the right to negotiate the individual increase/decrease of contributions resulting in the annexation.  If the agencies are unable to come to an agreement the Board reserves the right to adjust the contributions based on population information gained from the Johnson County GIS Department.
The first agency contributions will be due October 1, 2014 for the last three (3) months of 2014. This contribution schedule is listed in this agreement as Exhibit “B”.

Agency contributions will be due in January and July of each year starting in January 2015.   Agencies may elect to submit contributions on a yearly basis in January.  Agencies may also request to contribute quarterly or monthly.  The current contribution schedule is listed in this agreement as Exhibit “B”.

Section 5.2.  Budget Recommendation and Approval.  The Department shall, no later than June 1 of each calendar year, submit to the Board a proposed budget for all operations of the Department for the forthcoming budget year, which proposed budget shall contain all proposed fees, salaries, depreciation, rents, supplies, contingencies and all other expenses of the Department, as well as all anticipated capital expenditures and any other recommended expenditures.  The Board shall establish a budget for the following calendar year providing the necessary funds to meet all approved expenses of the Department, subject to the approval of the Commissioners and the Johnson County Council.  After estimating all Department expenses and establishing an appropriate budget for the following year and its approval by the Johnson County Council (the “Approved Budget”), the respective legislative bodies shall appropriate the funds necessary to fund the Approved Budget on the terms provided below.  

Section 5.3.  Allocation of Costs to Participating Units.  The Participating Units shall jointly bear the costs of operating and administering the Department, the costs related to the Director, including all wages, benefits and taxes, and all other fees, supplies, contingencies, professional fees and other operating expenses lawfully incurred, and the costs of operating, maintaining, and acquiring equipment and other assets for the joint operations provided for herein (collectively, “Annual Expenses”).  
Section 5.4.  Additional Appropriations.  If at any time it is determined that an additional appropriation is necessary over and above the appropriations contained in the Department’s current budget, whether such appropriation is from existing funds or funds to become available from whatever source, such additional appropriation must first be approved by the Board by a majority vote, and then be submitted to the Commissioners and the Johnson County Council, which shall either approve or reject the additional appropriation in accordance with its regular procedures.  


ARTICLE VI

Term, Amendment, Withdrawal and Termination
Section 6.1.  Term.  This Agreement shall continue as the binding agreement of the Participating Units until modified or terminated in accordance with the terms and provisions set forth below.  In the event of the withdrawal of any Participating Unit, this Agreement shall continue to bind the remaining Participating Units.
Section 6.2.  Amendment.  The Participating Units may, from time to time, alter, change or amend the terms and conditions of this Agreement by an amendment in writing making specific reference to the document as an amendment to this Agreement, approved and executed by each of the Participating Units in the same manner as this Agreement, unless otherwise specifically provided herein.  Any amendment or modification of this Agreement shall take effect immediately upon the approval of the last of the Participating Units to approve such amendment or modification, or at such other time as is specifically designated in the amendment or modification.

Section 6.3.  Withdrawal.  If a Participating Unit elects to withdraw from the Department, the Participating Unit must adopt an ordinance or resolution providing for its withdrawal by at least three-quarters of its elected membership after January 1 but before April 1 of the calendar year.  An ordinance or resolution to withdraw from the Department shall take effect on December 31 of the calendar year following the year in which the ordinance or resolution is adopted.  In the event of the withdrawal of a Participating Unit from the Department, the Participating Unit shall continue to make all scheduled payments to retire its share of any indebtedness of the Department incurred while the Participating Unit was a member of the Department.

Section 6.4.  Termination.  This Agreement shall terminate if there are not two (2) Participating Units which are parties to this Agreement.  In the event of termination of this Agreement, the provisions of Section 4.4 above relating to the disposition of assets shall apply, along with any other laws applicable to such termination.  The effective date of the termination as set forth in this section shall be stayed depending upon the approval and implementation of the plan outlined in Section 4.4.

ARTICLE VII

Miscellaneous
Section 7.1.  Subject to Applicable Law.  This Agreement, and the respective rights and responsibilities of the Participating Units, the Board, and the Department, shall be subject to the laws applicable to this Agreement and to the delivery of fire protection services.  The respective rights and responsibilities of the foregoing entities shall be supplemented by any such applicable laws, and to the fullest extent possible, the terms of this Agreement shall be given their full force and effect.  The laws of the State of Indiana shall govern the interpretation, validity, and performance of this Agreement.

Section 7.2. Severability.  If any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such provision shall be severed from the remainder of this Agreement and the validity and enforceability of the remaining provisions of the Agreement shall not be affected thereby.

Section 7.3.  Ratification.  The Participating Units hereby confirm and ratify all actions heretofore taken by the Participating Units, the Board, the Department in furtherance of the purposes of this Agreement for the creation and operation of the Department.

Section 7.4.  Approval and Effective Date.  This Agreement shall be approved upon the adoption by the fiscal body of each Participating Unit of an appropriate ordinance or resolution approving and ratifying this Agreement.  After approval and execution by the appropriate officers of each Participating Unit this Agreement shall be recorded with the Johnson County Recorder.  The effective date of this Agreement shall be the date of recordation of this Agreement with the Johnson County Recorder.  Within sixty (60) days of the effective date, this Agreement shall be recorded with the Indiana State Board of Accounts for audit purposes pursuant to I.C. 36-1-7-6.

Section 7.5.  Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which shall be an original and all of which shall constitute one and the same instrument.
