Special Meeting Minutes

July 29, 2013
The special meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety of the City of Franklin, Indiana was called to order at 9:05 a.m. at City Hall, 70 E. Monroe Street, with Mayor Joseph E. McGuinness presiding.  Board members Stephen Barnett and Bob Swinehamer answered roll call. Clerk Treasurer Janet Alexander, Records Clerk Kathy Cragen, and City Attorney Lynnette Gray were also in attendance.

Mayor McGuinness opened the special meeting stating that they had just completed an executive meeting upstairs concerning the employment status of Street Maintenance Worker John Branstetter.  Mayor McGuinness stated that when his initial recommendation was to terminate the employment of Mr. Branstetter. However, after listening to his supervisor and other employees and witnesses, he changed his mind.
Mayor McGuinness made a motion “recommending a five (5) day paid suspension, to return to work tomorrow, July 30th. And to comply with the following conditions:  Mr. Branstetter will be on six (6) month active probation, actively participate and complete the programs recommended by the Employee Assistance Program (EAP) Director, the Street Department Supervisor and the Mayor”.  He further stated that, “Periodic updates must be provided to the Payroll Coordinator in the Clerk-Treasurer’s office.”  This motion was seconded by Mr. Barnett.  A voice vote was taken with all members stating aye.  The motion carried.

City Attorney Gray stated that Mr. Branstetter would receive an official letter outlining the conditions listed above.

As there was no further business to come before the Board of Works a motion was made and seconded to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 9:10 a.m.
