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● Location : Downtown Amphitheater Parking Lot

● Type of Charger : AC Level Two

○ 1 Pedestal with 2 Chargers (It will able to charge two cars at once)

○ Uses the power equivalent of a clothes dryer or oven

○ Most common charging level available in public or shared places

● How much it will cost - roughly $130 per month (energy 
used will be paid by customer at the station)

● We plan to have this installed by the end of April.
