Minutes of Meeting
1) Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at approximately 8:00 a.m.

2) Persons in Attendance:

3) Old business:

a) Legal Counsel, Robert H. Schafstall, presented the minutes from the last meeting dated September 6, 2007. Mr. Grossnickle, seconded by Mr. Heuchan, made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. The motion carried and the minutes were approved. 

b) Legal Counsel, Robert H. Schafstall, presented Resolution 07-04, which appropriates $84,558 for repairing the culvert on CR 550 East. It was explained that the amount in the resolution is different than the minutes in order to account for the legal publication fee. Mr. Heuchan, seconded by Mr. Grossnickle made a motion to approve the resolution as presented. The motion carried and Resolution 07-04 was approved and signed. 

c) Legal Counsel Robert H. Schafstall explained that the RDC can not release the remaining monies within the Casting Technology TIF to the Johnson County Auditor as discussed at the last meeting. Mr. Schafstall explained that the same benefit would be to release the 2008 TIF captures to the Johnson County Auditor. Mr. Schafstall explained that this does not close the Casting TIF Mr. Schafstall requested that the Commission provide him authorization to coordinate with the Clerk Treasurer and Department of Local Government and Finance to prepare a resolution to change the manner in which the monies are captured within the Casting Technology TIF in 2008. Discussion held. The consensus of the Commission was to authorize Mr. Schafstall to prepare a resolution for the next meeting.

d) Legal Counsel Robert H. Schafstall explained that there is currently not a clear answer on how to capture monies to assist in the downtown revitalization efforts and how to use the interest monies generated from TIF monies. The Commission is interested in the options of utilizing TIF interest and directed legal counsel to obtain the necessary information.  

e) Larry Koenes provided the Commission with an update on the Hazelett Building. He explained that the Chief Estimator of his company completed a walk-through inspection and is still working out the numbers. Mr. Koenes explained that he also contacted the Franklin School Corporation to discuss the school’s interest in the building and outcome of their inspection. It was communicated that the estimate that the school received in September 2005 to renovate the building, including the replacement of systems, electrical and plumbing work, was approximately $1.3 million. Mr. Koenes explained that the building is structurally unsound for long-term functions. Discussion held. Mr. Schafstall offered that a next possible step would be to send out a Request for Proposals to the developing community. He offered that a portion of the proposal would be to mention the City’s interest in partnering in the endeavor if the developer is willing to meet certain requirements, such as specific use and maintenance of the building. Discussion held. 


The Commission discussed options:

Create a new TIF district and discuss bond options



Request market response on options



Approach the Franklin School Corporation 



Adjust/Expand TIF districts to include the downtown area

The Commission requested that Mr. Schafstall invite persons to the next meeting to identify options for the downtown area, including specifics.  

4) New Business:

a) Mike Buening, City Engineer, notified the Commission that the current paving program is close to finishing.  

b) Legal Counsel, Robert H. Schafstall, presented an invoice in the amount of $1991.50 from Barnes and Thornburg for services. The invoice includes services on the Klaisler project in May. Mr. Deppe, seconded by Mr. Heuchan, made a motion to approve the payment of the invoice. The motion carried. 

c) Commission members requested clarification in regard to what steps are required to extend/expand a TIF area. Mr. Schafstall explained that it would require a RDC resolution, Planning Commission review, and City Council Resolution.

d) Mr. Schafstall reminded the members of the activities taking place in downtown Franklin this weekend. Cheryl Morphew also offered that the Mayor and Johnson County Development Corporation are meeting with a Japanese Company today, that includes a site visit of the City, Franklin College, and dinner. 

4) Other Business:  None came before the Commission.

5) Adjournment:  the meeting was adjourned by unanimous consent at approximately 8:55 a.m. The next meeting is scheduled for November 1, 2007 at 8:00 a.m.
