1) Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at approximately 8:00 a.m.

3) Old business:

a) Legal Counsel, Robert H. Schafstall, presented the minutes from the last meeting dated October 4, 2007. Mr. Grossnickle, seconded by Mr. Deppe, made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. The motion carried and the minutes were approved. 

b) Legal Counsel, Robert H. Schafstall, presented Resolution 07-05, which appropriates $6,556.50 for the payment of an invoice from Barnes and Thornburg for services regarding Franklin Eastside TIF. Mr. Grossnickle, seconded by Mr. Deppe made a motion to approve the resolution as presented. The motion carried and Resolution 07-05 was approved and signed. 
c) Mike Buening, City Engineer, notified the Commission that the current paving program was complete and it came in under budget. The total amount paid to Milestone equaled $351,394.29, which was under budget by $8,605.71. 

d) Commission members inquired about the TIF interest money and potential uses of the money.  Robert H. Schafstall, Legal Counsel, is to discuss matter further with Clerk Treasurer regarding interest being credited to the TIF Fund.  Robert H. Schafstall agreed to bring information to the next meeting from Rick Hall, Barnes & Thornburg on the interest issue.

4) New Business:

a) Legal Counsel, Robert H. Schafstall, introduced Mark Keilor of Mark Keilor and Associates. Mr. Keilor provided the members with a Proposal for a Revolving Loan Study and Plan. Mr. Grossnickle made a motion, seconded by Mr.  McWilliams, to have Legal Counsel obtain the necessary funding from the City to pay the cost of the Proposal. The motion carried.
b) Cheryl Morphew, Johnson County Development Corporation, discussed the economic development issues in the county, including Greenwood’s loss of the Medco project.  Discussion held. 
4) Other Business:  None came before the Commission.

5) Adjournment:  the meeting was adjourned by unanimous consent at approximately 8:40 a.m. The next meeting is scheduled for January 24, 2008 at 8:00 a.m.
