January 11, 2005
Opening
Mr. Stephen Hougland called the regular meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety to order at 6:00 p.m. in the City Hall Council Room.

Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to approve the Minutes of the previous meeting held December 14, 2004. The motion carried.

Best Way Disposal Co. Monthly Curb Side Trash Collection and Recycling Report
Ms. Colleen Mason, the City’s account representative from Best Way Disposal, presented an updated report for trash and recycling pick up through the month of December to the Board of Works. Discussion held. Mr. Littleton reported a concern that collection employees have been tossing cans rather than setting trash cans back where they were originally placed. He also asked her to report that a garbage truck was seen driving north in southbound lane.  Mr. Littleton informed the Board of Works that Best Way will be submitting an updated house count in the coming months.
PETITIONS PUBLIC COMMENTS

Mr. Hougland asked whether anyone from the public had any comments not related to agenda items. No one asked to speak.

OLD BUSINESS

Oakleaf Manor Retention Pond Issue
Mr. Hougland stated that the petitioner Warren Nerz called to request that this matter be continued until March 1, 2005.  Tabled at the request of the petitioner. 
Sewer Connection on Davis Drive 

Mrs. Celeste Hook re-appears to request permission to tap on to the City sewer system on lot number three in the Davis Addition off of State Road 44. This area in not inside the corporate limits of the City and because of that is not connected to the City sewer system.   Mrs. Hook was asked to contact the Johnson County Health Department for their opinion about the lots suitability for a septic system.  Mr. Buening was asked to contact the property owner Mr. Johnson to discuss this matter further. Tabled. 
NEW BUSINESS

Replat of Lots 10 and 11 in Franklin Commerce Park (plat approval only)
Mr. Steve Williams of Franklin Engineering speaking on behalf of his client, Complete Hydraulics requested approval of the replat within Franklin Commerce Park concerning lots 10 and 11. The request is being made to comply with a technical requirement concerning lot size relative to structure. The effect of the replat will be to move a lot line. Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to approve. The motion carried and request was approved.
Replat of Lot 15 – Early Interstate Park (plat approval only)
Mr. Steve Williams representing John Miller Flex Space and Children’s Castle presented the replat of Early Interstate Park. The purpose of the request is to sub divide one existing lot into two lots. Mr. Buening stated that the final plat has been submitted and is acceptable to staff and that the replat separates lot 15 into 2 lots. He also reported that the Plan commission stated that no bonds where required for this project. Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland to approve. Motion carried.
Presentation by Storrow Kinsella Assoc. for Downtown Revitalization Plan
City Planner Krista Linke introduced Mr. David Roth from the architectural firm Storrow Kinsella. Mr. Roth presented the proposed design for improvements along Jefferson Street to Jackson Street. He explained the objective with the first phase of the proposed project is to make the improvements in conjunction with INDOT road improvements along State Road 44 in the downtown.   He estimated the cost of the initial project at $750,000.  He stated that grants up to $500,000 are available from the Department of Commerce.  The project proposal is due this Friday and the grant application is due April 1st. Mr. Ault made a motion to authorize Mr. Hougland to sign on the Mayors behalf.  This motion was seconded by Mr. Hougland. The motion carried.
Ashbourne Subdivision – Detention outlet pipe in Eastview Drive right-of-way
Mr. Tim Stevens introduced himself as the Mann Properties Development Coordinator and requested the Board of Works approve the installation of 24’ pipe under Upper Shelbyville Road to drain into Hurricane Creek.  The area is located across from Needham Elementary School. The reason this request is being made is that the Johnson County Drainage Board directed the developer to obtain City of Franklin permission before they approve the drainage plan for the project.  Discussion held.  Mr. Hougland stated that he was not inclined to approve the plan as presented. City Engineer Mike Buening suggested that they alter the plan. At 6:57p.m. Mr. Hougland received a telephone call and he left the meeting room momentarily. The discussion resumed following the brief interruption. 

Mr. Hougland asked for comments from the public. An unnamed resident stated that he owns property across the street from the proposed subdivision and said that water does not soak into the ground well in that location and that the e-coli counts in the creek are dangerously high due to residential communities including pet defecation which drain into the creek. 
Resident Kenneth Webb stated that he is concerned about the large amount of water that will drain into the creek. He also called attention to the drainage problems currently experienced by residents along Hurricane ditch / creek. 

Resident Fred Paris stated that the public right of way should not be used for private improvements.  

Mr. Stevens defended their plan saying that the rate of discharge is the point of the planned detention pond which will control the discharge rate. He stated that problems result from water discharging more quickly than the drainage system can manage it. 
Mr. Hougland called for a motion. None was offered. Mr. Hougland made a motion to deny the request.  This motion was seconded by Mr. Ault. The motion carried and was denied.
Resolution No. 05-01 – A resolution establishing reverse auction procedures
City Attorney Robert H. Schafstall presented the proposed resolution for approval of the reverse auction for the purchase of products and services electronically.  He explained that the new law requires that we establish procedures which are outlined in the resolution. Passage of the resolution would allow the City to use the reverse auction process but it does not compel the use. Mr. Hougland made a motion to table the resolution, seconded by Mr. Ault.  The motion carried and the resolution was tabled.
OTHER BUSINESS 

Mr. Sam Tippmann with Tippmann Group wants to accelerate permit approval process for the foundation permit for his property. Discussion held. Mr. Weir and Mr. Buening stated that there are 8 or 9 items that need to be addressed by the developer, explaining that the items are small but important details. Mr. Ault made motion to approve subject to the satisfaction of outstanding items. Mr. Hougland seconded the motion to approve the request. The motion carried.
DEPARTMENT STATUS OF TASKS

Police Department

Chief Borges had no report.
Fire Department
Chief Herron stated that Phyllis Cantwell’s term on the Fire Merit Commission will expire this month. The Chief requested that the Board of Works select a date for the election to fill the vacancy.  The Board selected February 4, 2005. 

Request that the approval of the contacts for replacement of HVAC systems to be encumbered in 2005. Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to approve the agreements with Franklin Heating and Cooling. 
He also presented a contract for the purchase of 45 sets of turn out gear which is the personal protective gear from Southwest Fire and Safety for $66,160.00. The funds came from a grant from FEMA. Mr. Schafstall approved the form of the contract. In addition to the turn out gear the grant also will allow them to purchase another thermal imaging camera for $6,390.00. The City’s matching part is $5,110.00 which brought the total grant to $45,990.  Mr. Ault made motion to approve the contract seconded by Mr. Hougland. The motion carried.
He reported that he has located a place where the department can store Engine 22 and squad 21.  The property manager will maintain the equipment.  The cost is $200 per month to store until June. After June he will consider alternate storage options.  Mr. Hougland recommended that the Chief let other departments know that the Squad is available. The Chief suggested that it should be declared surplus and sold.  The squad is a one ton truck.  Mr. Hougland and Mr. Ault said to store Engine 22. The Board members recommended that Engine 22 should be stored and get estimates for repairs. 
Street Department

Mr. Hughes requested permission to bid a street sweeper. Discussion held and the Board directed Mr. Hughes to prepare specifications for the bid. The Board also requested that the Clerk Treasurer arrange for this to be done using the electronic bidding procedure.  
Planning Department

Mr. Weir had no report.
Engineering

City Engineer Mike Buening provided the Board with a Memorandum dated January 11, 2005 outlining his Board of Works Status Report. 

Mr. Buening reported that Cinergy has submitted a lighting agreement for 10 street lights with a monthly cost of $5.79 per light.  A plan showing light locations has been provided to Board members presenting the lighting plan for the subdivision known as Heritage Section II. Mr. Hougland seconded by Mr. Ault voted to approve the lighting agreement for Heritage II.  Approved.
Concerning the Eastside Sewer Interceptor Project, he reported the following:
Brackney is proceeding with pipe installation.  Two crews are now onsite placing sanitary sewers.  Progress has been slow due to the weather.
Change Order #2 has been submitted for processing. The Change Order is required to enlarge the size of two manholes and increases the contract by $24,700.00. Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to approve Change Order #2.  The motion carried and was approved.

He presented a license agreement with Louisville & Indiana Railroad which requires the Boards approval. Mr. Buening requested that the Board approve the agreement with the concurrence of the City Attorney. The City Attorney did not have any concerns about the agreement and the Board Members voted to approve the license agreement. The railroad crossing is located at Old Highway 31 on the west side of the lift station toward Greensburg Road and west of the culvert. Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to approve.
WWTP 

Mr. Littleton requested a 30 day extension of paid short term medical leave for one of his employees currently undergoing treatment of a serious medical condition. Mr. Ault made a motion to approve, Mr. Hougland seconded this motion and the motion carried and was approved.
Mr. Ault complimented the Street Department for their snow removal and road clearing efforts during the last snow emergency.  He stated that he rode with street crews doing the plowing and was impressed with their efforts to clear the streets. A record breaking fourteen inches of snow fell overnight December 22nd and 23rd requiring Johnson County officials to declare a snow emergency. Mayor Blankenship closed City Offices December 23rd to limit dangerous and unnecessary travel on snow covered roads. 
Public Comments

Mr. Hougland asked if anyone from the public wished to make a comment. No one asked to speak.
Adjournment
