Mr. Mike Buening requested that this matter be tabled on behalf of the petitioner Jim Fischer. Mr. Ault seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to table and the motion carried. Tabled.

Discussion concerning employee identification cards 
Mr. Schafstall stated that he has no proposed plan and asked the Board of Works to table the discussion at this time. Mr. Hougland seconded by Mr. Ault made a motion to table the discussion concerning employee identification cards. The motion to table carried. Tabled.
Renewal of JMI Mechanical Contract 
Tabled.

Request for Restricted Parking on South Main Street between Jefferson and Madison Street
Mr. Rob Shilts, the Executive Director of Franklin Heritage, appeared and requested that the Board of Works restrict parking on Main Street between Jefferson and Madison Street Friday May 29, 2005.  Mr. Shilts explained that the group Discover Historic Franklin is having a classic car show. The Board agreed and directed the Street Department to place signage and barricades to shut the street down and to inform the public that there will be no parking from 3:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m. in that area. Mr. Hougland made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Ault to approve the request. The motion carried and was approved.
DEPARTMENT STATUS OF TASKS

Street Department

Street Commissioner Richard Hughes had nothing to report. 
Planning Department

Mr. Weir had nothing to report. 

City Engineer

City Engineer Mike Buening referred to his status report dated May 24, 2005 and specifically commented on Road 525 East construction traffic stating that the condition of 525 East is very poor due to construction traffic.  With the opening of Bartrum Parkway construction for the Tech Park no longer needs to utilize Road 525 East.  Mr. Buening suggested that the Board may want to consider posting the street for no construction traffic to limit any further damage and allow the Street Department to mend the street with stone to provide a temporary driving surface until the street is repaired. Mr. Hougland seconded by Mr. Ault made a motion to post signs restricting construction traffic until it is traversable. 

WWTP

Superintendent Rick Littleton had nothing to report. 

Police Department

Chief Borges requested authorization to release a vehicle which was towed and in storage held by the City.  Mr. Ault made a motion to release the vehicle to the owner upon receipt of a signed release. Approved.
The Chief also provided samples of proposed signage for use in the City Parking Lots and for parades or other special events.
Chief Borges cited several examples of problem language contained in the abandoned vehicle ordinance, traffic ordinance passed this evening. He requested specific changes relative to semi-tractor trailers, demolition derby cars, and junked vehicles. Discussion held. Mr. Schafstall stated that he would like the opportunity to work with the language in the ordinance. 

Fire Department

Chief Herron asked about the status of the land on Branigin Road. The City Engineer stated that he wrote the legal description and the City Attorney has met with the School’s Attorney. Discussion held. 
Clerk-Treasurer 

The Clerk Treasurer asked the City Attorney for his opinion of the Komputrol maintenance agreement which was forwarded to him by the Clerk Treasurers office. Mr. Schafstall authorized the Clerk Treasurer to sign agreement presented. 

She also asked whether physical locations for sirens had been identified. The Board directed the Clerk Treasurer to order 6 sirens and one controller tomorrow. Mr. Buening, Mr. Weir, and Chief Herron will meet and identify placement locations. 

Due to the funeral service, for Mayor Blankenship held May 17, 2005 city offices had closed. The Clerk Treasurer asked the Board of Works to approve payment of employees required to work on that date for hours worked and to grant each of them an additional bereavement day. Approved. 
City Attorney

The city attorney Rob H. Schafstall reported that Dr. David Bossard, D.D.S., wished to donate a house located at 882 West Jefferson Street for burning by the Fire Department. The attorney recommended that the Board accept the donation but require that the owner agree to clean up the property following the burn. The offer is good through September. He also recommended that the Board of Works require the owner to be responsible for any claims arising from the burn. Approved.
Mr. Schafstall presented a supplemental Agreement No.2 for Board signatures. The Board of Works approved the agreement at their last meeting.
Informed the Board of Works that the Fred Brown Trust – easement lawsuit is set for mediation and recommended that the Board authorize him to represent the City at the mediation hearing. Mr. Hougland made a motion, seconded by Mr. Ault to authorize the City Attorney to represent the City of Franklin in the matter of the Fred Brown Trust.  The motion carried and was approved.
Mr. Schafstall also stated that he has reached a tentative agreement with regard to the easement owned by Margaret Cooley estate. This matter is still pending.

Board Members

Mr. Ault asked Mr. Hughes to repair the guard rail located on the north side of 14th Street at the corner of North Main Street and 14th. Mr. Ault and Mr. Hougland both commended the Police and Fire Departments for their presentation at Mayor Blankenship’s funeral. Mr. Hougland thanked the department heads for their hard work keeping things together over the last two weeks.

The meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m. The next regular meeting will be held on June 14, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. in City Hall.
