Meeting Minutes 

July 12, 2005

Opening
Mayor Jones-Matthews called the regular meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety to order at 6:00 p.m. in the City Hall Council Room.  

Present
Mayor Jones-Matthews and members Mr. Joseph Ault and Steve Hougland were present.  Also present was Police Deputy Chief Steve Hood, Sewer Billing Office Manager Brenda Poe, Street Commissioner Richard Hughes, WWTP Superintendent Rick Littleton, City Engineer Mike Buening, City Planning Director David Weir, and Clerk Treasurer Janet P. Alexander. 

Approval of Minutes

After the invocation and pledge of allegiance, Mayor Jones-Matthews presented the minutes from the last meeting. Mr. Hougland seconded by Mr. Ault made a motion to approve the minutes as presented by the Clerk Treasurer. The motion carried and the minutes were approved.

Best Way Disposal 

Colleen Mason presented reports for June. Mr. Rick Littleton provided the Board of Works members with a sample letter to be given to property owners residing on Jefferson Street related to providing 96-gallon trash containers called a “waste wheeler.” Discussion held.  
Public Comment

Mayor Jones-Matthews asked if anyone from the public wished to comment on matters not listed on the agenda. Ms. Frances Leper asked the Board a question about who to contact when garbage cans and lids are tossed around the streets. She was told to contact Best Way Disposal Service. The Board provided the telephone number to her.

OLD BUSINESS

Request for a stop sign in alley or to block the alley to slow speeding traffic in alley behind 551 E. Adams St.
Ms. Nancy Williamson-Clerkin appeared before the Board to request an action to slow traffic in the alley behind 551 E. Adams Street. Mr. Weir recommended adding a stop sign in the alley and recommended that the households ought to trim their bushes. Mr. Weir and the Chief of Police recommend making the road one-way south. Mr. Weir said that the Chief does not think that officers will enforce the stop sign. They also discussed adding speed bumps. Mr. Hougland made a motion for the Board to authorize the directional signage for a one-way south on the alley running north and south between Young and Hurricane Street.   The motion was seconded by Mr. Ault. The motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

Request a variance from the Noise Ordinance on July 17, 2005 to practice music in garage located at 960 Foxtail Drive
Mr. Guy Knaus requested a variance to the noise ordinance in order to practice with his country music band in his garage Sunday, July 17th, from 2:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. He also stated that his garage is soundproofed. He and his band will be playing at the Johnson County Fair Tuesday, Wednesday, and Friday. Mr. Ault made motion to approve the request for a noise ordinance variance Sunday, July 17th from 2:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m., seconded by Mr. Hougland. The motion carried and the request was approved.
Request for handicap parking sign in front of the residence located at 262 West Street  
Ms. Janet McCarty did not appear. Mr. Buening stated that he drove by the house at 260 West Street and looked at the location. He also said that in the past the Board has requested a letter from a Doctor confirming the requirement. The house is up for sale. Mr. Ault made a motion to table, seconded by Mr. Hougland. The motion carried and the matter was tabled. 
Request the release of Letter of Credit for Northpointe Commercial
Mr. Dave Dowden did not appear.  Mr. Mike Buening stated that the petitioner is not prepared to present at this time. Mr. Ault made a motion to table, seconded by Mr. Hougland. The motion carried and the matter was tabled. 
Request to fill a vacancy for the position of dispatcher
Deputy Chief Steve Hood speaking on behalf of Chief John Borges requested permission to fill a vacancy in the dispatch area.  Mr. Hougland seconded by Mr. Ault made a motion to approve the request.  The motion carried and was approved. 
OTHER BUSINESS

Discussion of a City Ordinance prohibiting the use of illegal fireworks  
Deputy Chief Steve Hood, speaking on behalf of Chief John Borges, asked the Board to entertain recommending the adoption of an ordinance restricting possession and the setting off of fireworks in the city limits. The Mayor suggested that the City Attorney look into this matter.  Washington Street resident, Fran Leper, also asked the Board to consider an ordinance prohibiting the use of fireworks inside the City limits. Mr. Hougland made a motion for the Board to request the advice of the City Attorney relative to this issue, seconded by Mr. Ault. The motion carried and was approved.
DEPARTMENT STATUS OF TASKS

Police Department

Deputy Chief Steve Hood reported Police Officer Charlene Kennedy is on light duty.
WWTP

Superintendent Rick Littleton requested an extension of David Browning’s current short term disability leave extending it an additional 30 days. Mr. Ault, seconded by Mr. Hougland made a motion to approve the request. The motion carried and the request was approved.
Mr. Littleton reported that he received a delivery of the six emergency tornado sirens and the controls the City recently ordered from Federal Signal Corporation. He believes that these could be installed in 4 to 5 days. He has also been speaking to Cinergy about scheduling the electrical power connections for the sirens. 
City Engineer

City Engineer Mike Buening referred to his status report dated July 12, 2005 and Staff recommended the Board accept of the maintenance guarantees and release of the performance guarantees for Windstar Subdivision Section 3 and 4:

2005 Street Paving Program

Mr. Buening presented a recommended list of roads requiring repair and requested that the Board authorize him to bid the 2005 paving repair projects listed.  A discussion was held.  The Board members agreed that City Engineer should prepare to bid the projects listed. 
· Knollwood Farms: Christian Blvd. 610 ft, Israel 1250 ft, Knollwood Court 200 ft, William Ave 1675 ft, Maria Ave 900 ft, Jason Ave 1960 ft, Travis Lane 310 lf, Rebecca Lane 580 ft., Approx cost $175,000

· Earlywood Drive 2118 ft, Approx cost $24,000

· East Court Street 320ft, Approx cost $15,000

· South Jackson Street 400ft, Approx cost $11,000

· East King Street 320 ft, Approx cost $8,000 

· West Adams Street 265 ft, Approx cost $5,000

· Carriage Lane 840 ft, Approx cost $12,000

· Carriage Court 410 ft, Approx cost $6,000

· Lemley Street 820 ft, Approx cost $14,000

· South Main Street 1750 ft, Approx cost $30,000
· Road 525 East has 4200 ft in need of reconstruction.  
· Also 2 new culverts should be placed on 525 East.  Approx cost $80,000. 
The City Engineer also noted that the following roads need overlay work.

· Musicland Drive has 4400 ft that could be repaved.  
· Forsythe Street, Park and Grizzly Drive have 2760 ft. that could be repaved.  
Planning Department

Director David Weir reported that the Planning Department’s summer intern Dale Davis prepared a report documenting the number of handicapped parking spaces available in downtown Franklin. Mr. Weir stated that the report confirms that the City is in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

Street Department

Street Commissioner Richard Hughes had no report.
Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Jones-Matthews said that she received another call from the Windstar subdivision requesting an additional stop sign at 922 Windstar Boulevard. This is just an FYI. 
Mrs. Leper asked a question about who enforces the law about people working out of their homes. She stated that a resident living on Churchill is working on cars out of a trailer.  Mr. Weir stated that he is aware of the problem and he will send someone to look into the matter again. He indicated that he would also check on another possible violation with a resident living at Grant and Churchill Street.

Clerk-Treasurer 

The Clerk Treasurer asked the Board of Works whether to include Best Equipment Company in the electronic bid process scheduled July 19, 2005 for the purchase of a Three Wheel Mechanical Street Sweeper. The bid from Best Equipment is for a Regenerative Air Sweeper rather than a Mechanical Street Sweeper, which was specified in the bid request. Mr. Hougland made a motion to reject the bid from Best Equipment Company as non-responsive, Mr. Ault seconded. The motion carried and the bid from Best Equipment Company was rejected.

The meeting adjourned at 6:52 p.m. The next regular meeting will be held on July 26, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. in City Hall.
