	Ordinance Number 03-08 Of The City Of Franklin An Ordinance Amending Ordinance Number 00-10 Relative To Emergency Medical Service Fees   Mr. Robert H. Schafstall, Esq. and Fire Chief Mike Herron presented the proposed ordinance. Mr. Schafstall directed the Council’s attention to Section 2 Fee Provisions
(a) The City of Franklin will assess charges and/or fees for the emergency medical services administered and/or rendered, consistent with the definitions and categorizations herein, and in accordance with the following schedule of sums and amounts:

1. Advanced Life Support Services - Four Hundred Seventy Five Dollars ($475.00) per incident.

2. Basic Life Support Services – Two Hundred Twenty Five Dollars ($225.00) per incident.

3. General Treatment and/or Services (Not including patient transport) – Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per incident.

4. Patient Transport Services – Four Dollars and Fifty One Cents ($4.51) per mile per incident. 
Discussion held. Mayor Blankenship stated that this is the public hearing and asked if anyone from the public wished to speak for or against the proposed ordinance. No one asked to speak. A motion to read the proposed ordinance was made and seconded. A motion to approve was made by Mr. Barrow seconded by Mrs. Poynter.  The Council was polled and the votes cast were six in favor, none opposed. Approved.

Chief Herron explained that the Franklin Township Trustee pays the City this amount annually for fire services. Mayor Blankenship stated that this is the public hearing and asked if anyone from the public wished to speak for or against the proposed ordinance. No one asked to speak. A motion to read the proposed ordinance was made and seconded. A motion to approve was made by Mrs. Poynter, seconded by Mr. Hougland.
