ORDINANCE NO.: 12-02
OF THE CITY OF FRANKLIN

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING AND REPLACING ORDINANCE NO. 08-01 ADOPTING A POLICY FOR PAID HOLIDAYS

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Franklin, Indiana (referred hereinafter as the “City”) finds that it is necessary to implement a city-wide policy establishing paid holidays for City employees pursuant to Indiana Code § 5-10-6-1.
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FRANKLIN, INDIANA, AS FOLLOWS:
1. Paid Time Off for declared Holidays:  All full-time civilian employees shall be granted a minimum of twelve (12) days to a maximum of sixteen (16) paid holidays off per year.  Compensation for said holidays will be at each employee’s regular pay rate.

2. All full-time sworn administrative officers and sworn police officers receive compensatory time for holidays pursuant to Franklin Police Department Rules and Regulations, Chapter Six: Vacation, Overtime, Compensatory and Leave Time . 
3. All full time fire fighters scheduled to work on the designated holiday are eligible to receive $80 additional compensation pursuant to the Franklin Fire Department Standard Operating Policies and Procedures Article IV, Section 7: Leave Policy – Holiday Compensation.
4.  Annual List of Declared Holidays: The Mayor of the City will provide a list of the specific dates of designated holidays which will be reported to the Common Council no later than December 15th of each year or as soon as practicable thereafter.

5. Miscellaneous:  

a. Employees must work their regularly scheduled day before and day after the holiday in order to receive the holiday pay.

b. If an employee is called in to work on a holiday, the employee will receive one hundred fifty percent (150%) of their regular pay rate in addition to holiday pay for all hours
